Remember this song from Sunday School? ...He climbed up in a sycamore tree for the Lord he wanted t
V H Hlkwas fun to singand | think it had hand motiorsnd it was a great, accurate way to learn the story
of Zacchaeus.

As adults, though, maybe we can gain more insight into what Jesus was doing with Zacchaeus that

day. There was an urgency in Zacchaeus. He wanted to see Jesus. The urgency was so strong that he risl
embarrassment and ridicule. The rest of the people in the crowd would have had a lot of animosity toward
Zacchaeus since he was a tax collector and tax collectors were commonly known to be cheats and to steal
from the local people and keep the tax wealth for themselves. He would have suffered embarrassment since
in order to see Jesus, he would have drawn attention to his short, perhaps inferior, stature. Then, to top it
off, Jesus brought attention to Zacchaeus while in his perch in the tree. Further embarrassment and possibl
ridicule.

But Zacchaeus risked it all to see Jesus. And it paid off big time. In the end he received forgiveness fron
The Master himself. For all his cheating ways and sinful life, he was forgiven, absolved, and reconciled to th
Creator. And that produced in Zacchaeus another need, another urgeiodpve the Forgiver by loving his
neighbor. What an amazing lesson! What an amazing experience, not only for Zaccaeus, but for the crowd
of witnesses.
