At the end of February, I received a piece of mail with the following headline: 

IMPORTANT: JURY SUMMONS ENCLOSED.  

 My time had finally come. I was summoned by Lake County as a trial juror and needed to report to 
the Courthouse on N. Main Street on March 14th. Two thoughts came to my mind when I received this jury 
summons. First, the timing was terrible! Right smack dab during Lent�²what pastor has time to be on a jury??? 
 Second, receiving a jury summons reminded me of the 1957 movie, 12 Angry Men. For those of you

New York City courthouse, accused of knifing his father to death. After both sides present their case in 
court, the twelve jurors retire to the jury room, having been admonished that the defendant is innocent until 
proven guilty beyond a reasonable doubt. If there is any reasonable doubt they were to return a verdict of 
not guilty. If found guilty, the boy will receive a mandatory death sentence. The jury is informed that their 
verdict, whether guilty or not guilty, must be unanimous. In a preliminary vote, eleven of the twelve jurors 
vote for conviction. The sole holdout is Juror #8, played by Henry Fonda. As Fonda persuades the weary  
jurors to re-examine the evidence, we learn the backstory of each man and their complex personalities 
(which range from wise, bright and empathetic to arrogant, prejudiced and merciless), preconceptions,  
backgrounds and interactions.
